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MIDDLE – MAKE YOUR CASE

(2-4 slides)

• Set the stakes. Why does this topic matter? Why should the audience care?

• What evidence will you include to make your case? Lean on empirical evidence over anecdotal.

• Explain your figures (if you use them) and spend more time on new information than reminding people of 
information they may already know.

• TED TIP: Use images or photos to help the audience remember a person, place or thing. Make the 
images a large as possible!

• TED TIP: Graphs and infographics should make only one point each. Avoid jargon and acronyms and 
keep these visually clear even if the content is complex.
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
